EUROSPARKS -

Foreign Registered V ehicles

Because of the difficulties in identifying the registered
owner of a foreign registered vehicle, these motorists tend
to be immune from prosecution for normal parking and
traffic offences except when they are clamped.

This is a problem particularly along the border with
Northern Ireland, and also along the routes of the various
motorway projects where many of the staff are from
overseas and driving foreign registered vehicles.

EuroSparks, the European shared parking and keeper
system was officially launched in London in February.

One of the projects to be undertaken by the scheme is to
carry out an analysis of the legal basis under EU law for
judicial co-operation across national borders to support civil
debts arising from the failure to pay non-criminal
administrative penalties.
