St. John O’Gara, CEO of the Park Rite Group, talks to

Liam Keilthy

“It would be great to
help save lives on the
roads...”

Q. How did you come to Park Rite?

| previously worked with high growth, outsourcing and
service businesses, most notably with Esat Telecom.
Therefore it was clear to me that Park Rite was an
excellent opportunity.
